Programme Economy Division has prepared a report on mercury waste management entitled “Global 

Mercury Waste Assessment”, including case studies from 31 countries. The report highlights current 

best practices, as well as identifying where there are challenges faced in the management of such 

waste. An online training tool on environmentally sound waste management has also been developed.
